December 17
Zechariah 12:10 And I will pour

whom they have pierced, they shall 
mourn as one mourns for an only 
child, and weep bitterly over him, 

as one weeps over a firstborn.

December 18

and the baby lying in a manger. 

What do you want to say to jesus as 
you celebrate his birthday today?

Thank Jesus for the suffering He 
endured in our place.

December 26
Isaiah 53:3–4 He was despised and 
rejected by men, a man of sorrows 
and acquainted with grief; and as 

one from whom men hide their faces 
he was despised, and we esteemed 
him not. Surely he has borne our 

griefs and carried our sorrows; yet 
we esteemed him stricken, smitten 

by God, and afflicted.

December 27
Isaiah 53:5 He was pierced
